ROARING FORK KENNEL CLUB CODE OF ETHICS
This Code is established in accordance with the objectives of the Roaring Fork Kennel Club and is set forth as a guideline to protect and advance the interests of the purebred dog by maintaining high breeding standards to preserve dogs of such conformation, soundness, temperament and type as to conform as closely as possible to the approved AKC standard for each breed and by encouraging sportsmanlike behavior at all dog related events.  It is asserted by the Club that it’s membership owes an obligation to the future of purebred dogs to supply factual information without misrepresentation, putting the dogs’ welfare before any considerations of profit or personal advantage; to protect the dogs from exploitation, irresponsible promotion and careless breeding.  Adherence to this code is required for membership in the Roaring Fork Kennel Club.

MEMBER RELATIONS
1. Members shall refrain from unnecessary and unconstructive criticism of another’s dog and from personal attacks upon fellow members.

2. Novices are encouraged to seek the advice and assistance of more experienced owners and breeders and the more experienced shall graciously assist the novice with his problems and share the benefits of his knowledge.

3. Members shall bear in mind that a Code of Ethics is more than a set of guidelines; it is a commitment to a high standard of practice in owning and breeding and that adherence to the spirit of such a Code is as important as adherence to its guidelines.

BREEDER RESPONSIBILITIES:
The breeder/stud dog owner shall:

1. Breed only with the intention of improving the breed, and of finding suitable homes for puppies.  It is realized that anyone breeding a bitch bears a great responsibility to the future of the breed; their dogs shall not be bred for “fun”, for “the children” or to “settle down” either male or bitch, but only with the serious hope of making a contribution to the breed.

2. Breed only to mature bitches, using excellent prenatal and post-natal care for the dam and puppies.

3. Refuse to breed to a stud or bitch with medical, hereditary, mental or temperamental defects.

4. Assist in the placement of, or accept the return of, any dog sired by one’s stud dog whose breeder of record has sidestepped their responsibility to said dog.

5. Breeders are encouraged to restrict the number of puppies they produce.

HEALTH
The owner shall maintain the best possible standards of canine health, cleanliness and veterinary care, including mental health such as contact with people and exposure to the outside world.

SALES
The owner/breeder shall:

1. Not breed, sell, or cosign puppies or adults to pet shops or other commercial dealers.  Nor shall they be donated or given as prizes in contests, raffles or fund raising events, no matter how charitable.

2. Require puppy purchasers to spay or neuter all pets which for any reason will not be used for breeding.

3. Not release puppies before they are seven weeks of age and provide details on such items as: feeding, general care, medical inoculations, care, pedigrees, and grooming instructions.

4. Screen all prospective buyers to assure that puppies will have a safe and loving home that is appropriate for each individual puppy.  All dogs need work – obedience training, socialization, and proper exercise for an active, healthy life.

5. Accept responsibility for the pups produced by him for the life of those dogs.  He shall follow-up on puppies after the sale to insure their continuing care and to encourage the owners to become involved in dog activities.  Each breeder should impress upon the new owner the importance of being a good “dog neighbor”.  RFKC members shall help and support their fellow members in fulfilling this obligation.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES (kennels, training operations and groomers)

1. Members involved in dogs as a profession are expected to manage all dogs in their care in a humane and accepted way.  State laws and management guidelines will be adhered to.

2. It is acknowledged that training and handling techniques can be extremely variable depending upon the philosophy used.  Members are expected to use humane techniques for training, handling and management of all dogs in their care.

DISCIPLINE
1. The constitution and by-laws of the Roaring Fork Kennel Club Article VI explain discipline procedures.
